Honorable Board of Trustees members: 
 
I am pleased to present the proposed budget for the Woodfin Sanitary Water and Sewer District 
for the upcoming fiscal year 2011. Because of the current economic climate, this budget proposal 
is the result of many hours of dissecting all expenditures to discover savings wherever possible. 
 
For fiscal year 2011, I have proposed an expenditure level of $1,542,100. This is against 
projected available resources of $6,362,873, leaving the District with a reserve fund level of 
$4,820,773. This budget proposal is significantly smaller than that of fiscal year 2010; the largest 
reduction in budget comes from the elimination of American Recovery Act stimulus funds, 
which the District was not awarded for its Riverside Drive project. Aside from this project, the 
budget proposed for FY2011 is 6% smaller than the previous year. The budget has been balanced 
without the use of invested District assets – all expenditures, including capital improvements, are 
accomplished through incoming revenue sources. Due to a City of Asheville water rate increase 
of five percent, the proposed budget includes a thirty cent increase to the monthly minimum 
charge and a thirty cent increase in the per-thousand rate for out-of-District customers. In the last 
seven budget years, this equals a total rate increase of six and a half percent for out-of-District 
customers, while neighboring water systems have increased their rates by twenty percent or more 
in the same time period. The District has eschewed regular rate increases for a philosophy of 
continually searching for operational and financial efficiencies.  
 
Major capital improvements proposed for FY 2011 include raising the District’s impoundment 
dam spillway, repairs to the spillway, replacement of the existing water line on Penley Avenue, 
and rehabilitation of the District’s administration building. The remainder of the capital 
improvements budget focuses on the continuance of replacement and maintenance programs. All 
capital projects are taken from the District’s five-year capital improvements plan. 
 
Most expenditures for FY 2011 are even or reduced from the previous year. Reorganization of 
some expense categories takes place within this budget to better reflect true functional costs. A 
four percent across the board salary increase is proposed, primarily funded through a small 
reduction in medical benefits and holding a vacant position open for at least part of 2011.  
 
As always, I thank the staff for their assistance in the construction of this budget proposal.

Introduction  
 
The Woodfin Sanitary Water and Sewer District is a municipal corporation created by the State 
of North Carolina in 1929 to serve the water needs of the Woodfin, North Carolina area. Since its 
creation the District has expanded its service area to include areas of North Asheville, West 
Buncombe County, and North Buncombe County in addition to the Town of Woodfin.  
 
The District operates under a three member Board of Trustees, elected at large for concurrent 2-
year terms from within the District’s boundaries. Under the Board is appointed a Director 
charged with handling the day-to-day operations of the District and implementing Board policies 
and procedures.  
 
In accordance with state law, the District must create a budget for each fiscal year, which begins 
on July 1. The budget is created by the Director with the assistance of the District’s staff and 
presented to the Board of Trustees prior to the start of the fiscal year. The budget must have a 
public hearing a majority approval by the Board before it officially goes into effect.  
 
The budget takes into account Board objectives and priorities and provides for the operation of 
the utility district for the year. Contained within the budget are expenditures for personnel, 
equipment, repair and maintenance items, capital improvements, debt service, and reserve funds. 
To fund these expenditures, the District collects revenue in the form of user fees, new water 
installations, subcontracting work, loans and grants, state-shared revenue, and earned interest. 
State law prevents the District from spending in excess of expected revenues for each fiscal year. 
 
 
Summary of Activities 
 
The primary mission of the Woodfin Sanitary Water and Sewer District is to provide high quality 
water to its customers both within and outside the District’s boundaries. The District originally 
provided both potable water and wastewater services; consolidation of the area’s wastewater 
systems in the early 1990’s removed the District from the wastewater business. 
 
The District is involved with a number of service functions that require funding in order to fulfill 
its mission: administration, raw water production, and water distribution. It also maintains capital 
improvement projects (one-time expenditures of a non-operational nature) and repays loans and 
other obligations incurred to operate the system. 
 
Administration functions generally cover the day-to-day clerical functions of the District, which 
include such items as customer billing, arranging water connections and disconnections, and 
setting up new accounts. It covers the salaries of personnel required to formulate budgets, run the 
daily operations of the District, and collect and process billing payments. 
 
Raw water production refers to the process of filtering, disinfecting, and treating water from its 
source to provide water that meets all state and federal standards. Costs involved in this area 
include items such as chemicals, salaries of water treatment plant operators, and equipment and 



  

maintenance. Also included in the cost of raw water are purchases made from the City of 
Asheville to supplement the District’s water supplies. 
 
Water distribution costs are those incurred by the District to distribute treated water to the 
customer. Repairs to water main lines, connections for new customers, and replacement of water 
fixtures such as valves would be considered water distribution costs, as would the salaries of 
personnel involved in this area.  
 
Capital improvements refer to items that generally are considered one-time costs; that is, 
expenditures that the District does not consider recurring in nature. Examples of capital 
improvements would be the cost to replace a specific water line, construction of a new storage 
tank, or replacement of a utility vehicle. As capital improvements are generally expensive in 
nature, they require careful planning to allocate their costs over a reasonable time period. 
 
Debt service is the cost involved in repayment of loans, bonds, or other obligations that the 
District has agreed to in order to continue operations or construct capital improvements. The 
District’s water treatment plant, for example, was funded through a loan and is serviced within 
the debt service function. 
 
As can be seen, with the multiple functional areas that must be addressed on an annual basis, the 
importance of careful budgeting to ensure fulfillment of all priorities cannot be overstated. 
 
 
FY 2011 Budget Summary 
 
For fiscal year 2011, the District’s budget for all expenditures is $1,542,100. This figure 
represents a decrease from FY 2010 of 62%. However, when the Riverside Drive capital project 
is removed from consideration, the year-over-year budget decrease is just over 6%. Reductions 
in all budgetary functional areas are enacted for FY 2011, reflecting the continued lack of 
economic activity and sluggish revenue growth. Expected resources for FY 2011 total 
$6,362,873, leaving the District with a net reserve fund balance of $4,820,773. This is a small 
decrease in budgeted reserves from 2010. As reserve funds more than adequately maintains an 
acceptable amount of reserve funding for operational expenses - over 350% of annual operation 
costs, excluding capital improvements – the FY 2011 budget calls for no increase to reserves. 
 
 
Summary of Resources 
 
The expected income revenue generated for FY 2011 totals $1,542,100, a 2.4% decrease from 
budgeted FY 2010 revenues but a 2.9% increase from projected FY 2010 revenues. Despite an 
increase in summer rates for high water users through a seasonal surcharge in FY 2010, revenue 
growth remained stagnant due to the current economic climate. The majority of the District’s 
annual income comes from user fees generated from the sale of potable water (85% in FY 2011). 
In addition to user fees, the District collects a monthly $2 surcharge from each customer. These 
funds assist with District improvements to the water system. Fees for new customers to the water 
system and subcontracting work comprise the majority of the remainder of income generated, 



  

while state-shared revenues and interest income provides minor sources of revenue. A credit card 
use charge of one dollar per customer was added in FY 2010 to help offset increasing credit card 
service charges, but its effects were negligible on revenue. Income derived from the investment 
of reserve funds has declined from over 10% of annual revenue several years ago to just under 
4% of annual revenue for FY 2011; this decline is a result of the Federal Reserve’s policy of 
continued rate-cutting since the fall of 2007. Non-seasonal rates are unchanged from 2010 for in-
District customer, but a thirty cent increase on minimum monthly consumption and a thirty cent 
increase on per-thousand consumption has been implemented for out-of-District customers due 
to a 5% across-the-board water rate increase by the City of Asheville on the District’s master 
meters and water consumption. The District had absorbed the last water rate increase by the City 
in 2010 without raising out-of-District rates. In-District rates are unchanged from 2010. The 
District’s current rates continue to remain among the lowest in all of Western North Carolina. 
 
 
Summary of Expenditures 
 
Operational Expenditures in FY 2011 are reduced by 4% compared with those of FY 2010; Debt 
Service expenditures decrease for a fifth straight year as long-term debt obligations are reduced. 
All expenditures within the FY 2011 budget are accomplished without tapping into the District’s 
reserve revenues. Capital expenditures are significantly reduced from FY 2010, as the District 
did not receive funding for, and therefore did not construct the Riverside Drive project. This 
project may be revisited for construction from District reserves at a later date should strong 
competitive bids be received for the project. 
 
For FY 2011, all employees will receive a salary increase of 4.0% through a combination of a 
two percent cost of living increase and a two percent across the board merit increase. This 
increase is offset by a small reduction in employee medical benefits and by holding open a 
permanent full-time position for part of FY 2011.  
 
Major expenditure categories include debt service (14%), water production (25%), water 
distribution (34%), administration (15%), and capital improvements (12%). Figure 1.0 shows 
expenditures by function as a proportion to overall expenditures.

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Historical Comparisons 
 
Over a five-year period, from FY2007 to FY2011 expenditures and resources have maintained a 
fairly even balance. A decrease in resources & expenditures in FY 2011 results from the District 
not receiving American Recovery Act stimulus funds in FY 2010. Figure 1.1 illustrates the 
relationship between expenditures and resources during this period:

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Geographical Area Comparisons 
 
In contrast with neighboring water utilities, the District compares very favorably when it comes 
to rates and rate structures. Within the District, the FY2011 rates of $3.10 per thousand gallons 
are significantly less than rates paid by residents of Weaverville ($6.32 per thousand gallons for 
FY 2010, increase expected) and Asheville ($5.04 per thousand gallons plus $3.82 monthly 
meter charge). Customers outside the District’s boundaries also compare favorably; the FY2011 
rate of $5.90 per thousand gallons is significantly less than Weaverville’s outside customers (at 
$12.64 per thousand gallons for FY 2010, increase expected) and similar to that of Asheville 
($5.04 per thousand gallons plus $3.82 monthly meter charge). While the District introduced 
block rate pricing for FY 2010, its goal of water conservation rather than revenue generation 
affected less than fifteen percent of District customers during the summer months and is 
expected to continue to have a negligible effect on revenue. The District’s rates for FY2011 
continue to give District customers some of the lowest rates in Western North Carolina.

Revenue Summary 
 
Income revenues for FY 2011 are expected to decrease from FY 2010 by nearly 2.5%. Interest 
income, derived from the District’s invested assets, continues to fall well short of previous years 
due to the current federal interest rates. The District instituted increasing block rates for the 
summer in FY 2010; these fees had a negligible effect on revenue, as increased prices were 
offset by reduced usage. The current economic conditions continue to effect tap fees, which are 
producing substantially less revenue than just two yeas ago. Due to a 5% across-the-board rate 
increase from the City of Asheville, out-of-District rates have been increased by thirty cents on 
minimum charges and thirty cents on per-thousand consumption. The District has absorbed 
previous City of Asheville rate increases without passing those costs on to out-of-District 
customers.

Administration Expense Summary 
 
For FY 2011, Administration expenses are budgeted to contract by 7.6% over FY 2010. Major 
savings include a reduction in funding for the District’s rebate program, which was largely 
unused in FY 2010, salary and wages due to personnel turnover, and a reduction in board 
expenditures from FY 2010. Increased costs include increases in health insurance funding and 
budgeted funding for replacement of the District’s billing system within leased equipment.

Water Distribution Expense Summary 
 
For FY 2011, the only major increase is for electricity services, which is simply a recoding of 
electric services from water production to reflect true costs within the distribution system. 
Outside of that reclassification, budgeted distribution expenses are 7.3% less than FY 2010. 
Major savings include a reduction in consumed parts due to the reduction in new construction 
taps, and salary and medical savings from leaving a full-time position vacant for FY 2011.

Expenditures within water production are generally fixed and less amenable to adjustments 
through productivity. An expected water rate increase from the City of Asheville is tempered by 
a reduction in the expected water purchases within a stagnant economy.

Debt Service Summary 
 
For FY 2011, debt service has decreased slightly from 2010.  This category will continue to 
decrease yearly, barring any major project funding through the issuance of debt. The water 
treatment plant refinance loan will retire within five years, while the revolving loan fund will 
retire in fifteen years. Historically, servicing this debt on a long-term basis made sense due to the 
rate of return on the District’s invested reserves. However, the past two years has witnessed a 
significant reduction in interest paid, making early retirement of this debt a viable option.

This will allow 
the District to replace all of its meters on an approximate twelve-year rotation, the average 
lifespan of a water meter. Meters are replaced using District personnel.
